An African-American, Carole moved to
France in 1979 to pursue a music career.
She broke into the popular music scene
as a background singer. In 1990, she
was catapulted to fame with the French
trio, Fredericks Goldman Jones {Jean-
Jacques Goldman and Michael Jones).
Carole lived in the 18th arrondissement
for most of her 22 years in Paris, 1979 to
2001. She died much too soon in June
that year. At the request of the French
Minister of Culture, friends and fans,
